The figure shows that homogenization has continued
in the last two decades. With few exceptions, the lines depicting change
move away from the corners where one beverage type dominates over the
others. The general direction of the movements is not, however, towards
the centre of the diagram (where the shares of all three beverage groups
would be equal), but roughly towards the point corresponding o a beverage
mix of 50% beer, 35% wine, and 15% distilled beverages.

In the recent period of more stabilized consumption, substitution has
been more common than addition. In wine countries, the changes can
be described as subtraction, as the decrease in wine consumption is only
partly compensated by increase in beer and spirits drinking.
